MNormally, it is vorked from the inside.
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upon the kinds of solvents and diluents
which are placed in the lacguers by the
manufacturers. Lacquers dry entirely by
evaporation of the solvents and diluents
which may be varied in order to secure
very fast or rather slow drying. Under-
coats containing linseed oil especially are
not now used under lacquers by experi-
enced finishers, Fillers and varnishes con-
tain linseed oil usually and are not fit for
undercoats for lacquers.

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identical, but one is fitted with a Yale
lock, and the other fastened from the
inside with an icebox handle taken
from an old refrigerator. Construction of
the door Is shown in Fig. 10 and Mr.
Rogers has devised a very ingenious win-
dow fastener and bracket combined. This
consists simply of a coiled sereen-door
spring passing through two eyes set at
right angles, as in Fig. 10, By pushing
the spring out through the eyes it opens
the window from the inside and holds
it in any position. When closed, the end
of the spring Is put on a hook at one side,
making an effective lock. The spring
passes through a hole in the copper
sereen. The window is hinged at the top
with a piano hinge, and the glass is held
el | by a frame made of galvanized sheet
HOMETRIALY | iron ben shown in the sectional draw-
1 | ing, and mitred and soldered at the cor-
ners, Painted over brown of the same
shade as the sheathing of the trailer, it
makes & neat appearance.

Aluminum moulding is placed over
the door sill, with a small eavestrough
of the same material above the door, as
shown in the sectional drawing. In form-
ing these pieces as well as all other shest
metal work it will be necessary, for a
neat job, to have your local tinsmith do
the work with his shop equipment. It
shouldn't cost much.

With a trailer of these compact dimen-
sions, dressing is best done outside, and
